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Party B: Asian-International Trade and Investment Association (AITIA), whose office is located at
184/181 Forum Tower, Floor 28, Rachadapisek Road, Huaykwang, Bangkok 10310, THAILAND;
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In order to build a Sino-Thai education cooperation platform and serve Chinese and Thai Universities,
based on the principle of mutual complementarity, resource sharing and equality and mutual benefit, after
friendly negotiation, Party A and Party B agreed to enter into the following cooperation agreement.
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I. Cooperation Model
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1.1.Both parties agree to open the “Thai-Chinese Education Alliance Office” (hereinafter referred to
as TCEAQ) in Party A, and is specially responsible for the Chinese students enrolled by Party B to study

here;
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1.1.1 The TCEAO belongs to a branch of the Rajamangala University of Technology Phra Nakhon
(RMUTP), Thailand. It is jointly managed by both parties to cultivate the brand. The two sides share the

name of the TCEAO on condition that its establishment and management must rety only on the earnings

from this cooperation;
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1.1.2 Publish relevant TCEAQ information on the official English and Thai websites of Party A, The



TCEAO Chinese website will be produced by Party B and linked with the official website of Party A, and
the contents of English, Thai and Chinese must be consistent;
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1.1.3 Party A agrees to be one of the initial founding universities of the TCEAQ; Party A will provide

the necessary office space while Party B will contribute other costs;
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1.2  The Commitment of Both Parties
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1.2.1 Party A is the sole manager of the {eaching work of TCEAO, and designates the person in
charge of the negotiation with the Chinese client and print the business card. In the course setting, teaching,
ete., Party A will negotiate with Chinese customers and have the right of decision making concerning the
course education. Party B shall not intervene.
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1.2.2 Party B is the sole manager of TCEAOQ in the Chinese market. Party B shall negotiate with and
have the right to decide on the price, the rights and interests of agents at all levels, and Party A shall not
intervene. Besides, Party B shall look afier the accommodation of Chinese customers, report to the

Immigration Office, and other customer-care services as needed.
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1.2.3 The fees for TCEAQ are mutually agreed by both parties. The fees mainly include tuition and
service fees. Party A collects tuition fees, accidental injury insurance, and health insurance on an annual

basis, and Party B collects service charge fees when new students register;

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1.3.5 To be responsible for the day-to-day management and service of Chinese students during their
studies;
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1.3.6 Chinese and Thai translation concerning administrative work and customer-care services;
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1.3.7 To be responsible for the evaluation of scholarships for outstanding students;
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1.3.8 To be responsible for the selection of the annual “Sino-Thai Cultural Contribution Award”;
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1.3.9 Purchase accident insurance for Chinese students in China;
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1.4 The identity of Party B’s resident staff is “Rajamangala University of Technology Phra Nakhon
(RMUTP) TCEAQ™, and business cards are printed accordingly;

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2.4 Jointly organize academic seminars and related research projects.
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3.1 Party A must:
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3.1.1 Have qualifications for the enrollment of Chinese students;
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3.1.2 Require students to obtain a diploma (sheepskin) and the student's diploma must be approved
by RMUTP’s University Council;
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3.1.3 Teach the undergraduate degree in Chinese, English and Thai, and teach the master's and
doctor's courses in English. The master's and doctor's courses can be taught intensively under Thailand’s

Graduate Program Standard Criteria.
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3.1.4 Open new majors year by year according to market needs in accordance with RMUTP’s

readiness;
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3.1.5 Considering to grant the status of a university consultant, honorary professor, etc. to the client

proposed by Party B according to RMUTP’s relevant rules and regulations.
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3.2 Party B must:
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3.2.1 Recruit Chinese students in 2020:20 students in bachelor’s degree in Applied Thai language
majors, 15 students in master’s degree in Sustainable Industrial Management Engineering, and 5 students in
doctoral degree in Sustainable Industrial Management Engineering. Continue this amount year after year;
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3.2.2 It is not allowed to charge other fees beyond the agresment of both parties;
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3.2.3 In the Chinese region, Party B must prevent and avoid market behavior and vicious competition

that may damage the reputation of Party A;
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3.2.4 Not represent other Thai universities except Party A only for the same major or the same degree.
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IV. Party A's Rights and Obligations
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4.1 Party A assists Party B to carry out promotional activities and study abroad road shows in China
(travel expenses are self-supporting),and assign special personnel to assist Party B to receive Chinese

customers;
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4.2 Provide Party B with information about the school, professional information, tuition standards
and other admission information. If there is more information, Party B should be informed in time.
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4.3 Unify pricing quotatlon according to agreed standards, including publicity materials and official

websites;
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4.4 To be respongible for the teaching management and arrangement of Chinese students and ensure

the quality of teaching,
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4.5 To be respongible for student registration, credits certification and graduation procedures in

Thailand;
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4.6 In the process of teaching and learning, use Chinese, English and Thai language as possible;
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4.7 To be responsible for the internship and employment recommendation of students under

Thailand’s terms of law;
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4.8 Responsible for issuing a power of attorney in a uniform format for each provincial agency

designated by Party B (see annex);
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4.9 Agree to sign the MOU in a uniform format with the Chinese university introduced by Party B

(see annex);
